Homework- 

I have found that homework helps children to develop good study habits and responsibility. Each student will have a 15-20 minute homework assignment everyday, Monday-Thursday. Most of the time it will be math or spelling practice or reading at home, but occasionally it might be home projects. I encourage you to supervise and be involved in these activities with your child.

Snacks-  

We will have a snack time each day. Please try to make sure that your child has a snack everyday, even on ½ days and field trip days. Please try not to send in candy, cakes, etc.  Sugar filled snacks can cause some children to become sleepy and others to become hyperactive. You may also send in water for your child to have at snack time.
